The City of Red Lick Council Workshop Minutes of the Meeting met in special session February 15, 2022 to determine the best way to spend the CFLF Grant Money.
MINUTES
Item 1 – Presentation and Discussion.
a.  Federal Register- Coronavirus State and Local Fiscal Recovery Funds.
Sandy Jackson, City Secretary presented the Federal Register/Vol. 86, No. 93/ Monday, May 17, 2021/ Rules and Regulations. Highlights were pointed out and a copy given to each Council Member for reference.

b.  Frequently Asked Questions

Sandy presented the questions and answers from the Federal Register/Vol. 86, No. 93.  The eligible uses of the Grant Money was discussed regarding negative impacts of COVID and how it has impacted our community. Suggestions by Sandy were contacting the churches or Red Lick ISD for families in need of financial help or food, addressing education disparities such as early learning centers like Red Lick Pre K by providing tutoring or after school programs, support students’ mental health and emotional needs by donating to Battered Women’s Shelter or Bowie Co Literacy Council, donating to C-5 Volunteer or LifeNet Emergency Medical, food assistance to soup kitchen, Church pantries, and/or offering small business with capital investments or unemployment.
Revenues Loss from taxes, current charges and miscellaneous general revenue could be funded.  Sandy presented the loss

of revenue in franchise taxes for the last 3 years using the audit for 2018, 2019, and 2020.  The loss was calculated at
 $5,500 for 2020. 
Alderman White and Patterson discussed and reviewed the documentation defining the loss and proposed this item be added to March 10, 2022 agenda.
Sandy stated funds can also be used for road maintenance, and other areas of safety such as fire department or fire hydrants.

The Council Members liked the idea of adding fire hydrants to Red Lick.  Alderman Williams first thought the money could be used for road maintenance, then added outside of completing Carrie Drive our roads were in pretty good shape. The City has budgeted dollars for the Carrie Drive project in 2021-2022 Budget.  Fire Hydrants is something the City could not afford normally, but with the Grant money this year and another tranche payment in September 2022 the City could install some fire hydrants depending on pricing. Alderman White agreed fire hydrants would not only provide additional safety to the community but would attract potential buyers of houses and land in Red Lick.  A way to use the grant money to benefit all residents.  Lower Insurance rates would benefit all.  Mayor Pro Tem Peek asked that Sandy contact the Texarkana Water Utilities and C-5 Volunteer Fire Department for the next steps.  He requested this item be added to the March 10, 2022 agenda for further discussion.
Due to time constraints the essential workers compensation was not discussed, it will be added to March 10, 2022 Agenda.
