ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF RED LICK, TEXAS

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE PAYMENT OF PUBLIC FUNDS TO PROPERTY OWNERS FOR THE INSTALLATION OF CULVERTS FOR NEW CONSTRUCTION WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF RED LICK, TEXAS; PROVIDING FOR GUIDANCE TO RESIDENTS FOR COLLECTING PAYMENT; PROVIDING A LIMIT OF ENTITLEMENTS; AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the City of Red Lick, Texas have determined that the city would like to encourage growth by sharing the cost of installation of culverts for new residential or non-profit construction with the owner of such property located within the city limits; and

WHEREAS, it is documented in the minutes dated November 11, 1999 and January 13, 2000 that the city has been in the practice of sharing such costs with the resident; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Aldermen of the City of Red Lick deems it necessary to document the procedures as acceptable for claiming these funds and establishing a limit of entitlements of such cost sharing; now, therefore
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN OF THE CITY OF RED LICK, TEXAS:

That upon giving proper notice as set forth in this ordinance, a property owner within the boundaries of the City of Red Lick shall be paid for the cost of installation of a culvert when such person is building a new residence or non-profit facility on that property.  

In order for a property owner to be issued funds for installation of a culvert, the following conditions must be met:

a. The builder or homeowner must present a copy of the bill for installation of the culvert to the City Secretary during regular business hours to request funds.  

b. Property owners are entitled to one culvert fee per property tract. Additional culverts may be installed on the property at the expense of the property owner.
c. Culvert fees are limited to a maximum of $150 per culvert.  Any amounts exceeding the maximum amount will be the responsibility of the property owner.  
d. Culverts will be installed per the adopted standards of safety as set forth by the city, county and/or state at the time of installation.  Installations will be supervised by the Bowie County Road Commissioner.

e. Culvert fees will be paid for new construction only, to be used for residences or non-profit facilities.

f. The property owner is responsible for contracting to have the work completed and for payment to the contractor.  A check drawn on the city’s bank will be issued to the property owner upon approval of the Board of Aldermen.  The city shall have no responsibility to the contractor.

This ordinance shall be effective as of the date of its passage and shall continue until such time as it is rescinded by a majority vote of the Board of Aldermen.
